The scientific material for zoology in its general form came in the Epistles of the
Brethren of Purity in the twenty-second epistle of their epistle, which is the eighth
of physical physicality, which is entitled (On how animals and their types, and was
devoted to this science, and they spoke in it about how animals are formed, their
emergence, their genera, their ranks, their types, their nature, their morals, and
their descriptions). The wonders of its structure and the strangeness of its
condition, and that its purpose is to explain the types and types of animals, and the
difference in their image, nature, and morals, and they talked about how they are
formed, produced, reproduced, and reared for their young.

Known as the third
dynasty of Ur. It was founded by King Urnammu and its rule lasted for nearly a
century (2112-2004 BC). He took Ur as his political and religious capital. His goal
was to restore the political unity of the country after its liberation from Kutian
rule; Four kings succeeded him, they are (Shulki - Amar-sen - Shosin - Abi Sin).

By reading the clay tablets belonging to this era, it is noted that they contain many
Akkadian expressions, which indicates their continued use as a spoken language
alongside the Sumerian language. What is striking when studying the last three
names of the kings of this dynasty are (Amar-sin, shau-sin, Abi Sin) it is noted that
they are Akkadian names Also, their kings took Akkadian titles such as (King of
Sumer and Akkad), (King of Ur, King of the Four Regions) and (King of the World),
inferred from this the cultural and national fusion between the two peoples as a
result of living in peace without any racial discrimination between them.

The
Chaldeans, who are frequently encountered in ancient historical sources,
after centuries of struggle with the Assyrian kingdom seized the Babylonian
throne in the 1 st millennium BC. and established a powerful empire. Over
time, the Chaldean tribes spread northward, leaving their homeland of
Chaldea, which is close to the Persian Gulf. With the expansion of
Christianity in Mesopotamia, people who were previously members of
Assyrian, Aramaic and Chaldean peoples, took Antakya as their center and
took the name "Syriac", which appeared as a religious term. Existing
academic studies on the ancient history of the Chaldeans do not deal with
the subject neatly and centered on the Chaldean people, but rather through
the relations of the Assyrian empire with the Chaldeans. This study aims to
shed light on the history of the Chaldeans and their homeland Chaldea, from
the earliest written records to 539 BC, when Babylon came under Persian
rule.

This island has known throughout history a great struggle between several
competing powers because of its strategic importance, especially in the 16th
century. Where this island was the scene of a great conflict between the Ottomans,
who pursued an expansionist policy in the Mediterranean region towards North
Africa, after they succeeded in extending their influence over the entire Arab East
and the Red Sea, and between the Spaniards who succeeded in controlling
Andalusia and expelled its people, and they pursued an expansionist policy In the
whole of North Africa and the western basin of the Mediterranean. Both parties
were aware of the importance of the islands in the Mediterranean and their
strategic and military role, especially the island of Djerba, which had a strategic
location and a gateway to control over the entirety of North Africa and the western
basin of the Mediterranean. The documents of the Ottoman archives, especially the
important notebooks, talked about the importance of the island of Djerba in the
Ottoman policy. They also talked about the documents about the war of the island
of Djerba that took place between the Ottomans and the Spaniards in the year
1560 AD, in which the Ottomans won, and inflicted a major defeat on the
Spaniards, to take place after the island was annexed to the western Tripoli Eyala.
Thus, this island came under Ottoman sovereignty.

Zazaki is new as written literature. Zazaki, which has archeic features among
Iranian languages, has only been relatively visible in written literature with the
twentieth century. The first written work in Zazaki is a mevlit text written by
Mela Ehmedé Xasi, and this work was published in Diyarbakir in 1899. The
second copyrighted work written in Zazaki is a mevlit text about the birth of
the prophet, written by Mufti Osman Esad Efendi. Osman Esad Efendi wrote
this work in 1903, but this work was published by Celadet Ali Bedirxan in
Damascus in 1933. There are many copies of this work written by Osman Esad
Efendi, but no copy is the one that the author wrote or saw and accepted. The
copy printed by Celadet Ali is important in that it is the only printed copy
available. In the preface of the copy he published, Celadet Ali also mentions a
copy that was copied by Osman Esad Efendi's compatriot Muhammed Ali Avni
and sent to Damascus from Egypt. In this study, the copy of Osman Esad
Efendi's mawlid, which was copied by Muhammad Ali Avni, will be introduced.
This copy was copied in 1927 and it was written by Muhammed Ali Avni in the
recording below. Since Muhammed Ali Avni is from Sivre, from the same tribe
as Osman Esad Efendi, lived at the same time as Osman Esad Efendi and knew
Zazaki well, the copy he copied is very valuable for the critic. The aim of the




study is to introduce this copy and to evaluate it in terms of content and form.
This copy, which was written at a time when the author was alive and forms
the basis for the only printed copy, was received last year. Matti Phillips
Khoshaba Al-Bazi identified the copy in California and introduced it with a
wrong title. Al-Bazi evaluated this copy as a copy of Ehmedé Xani's Mem { Zin.
In the study, these mistakes were corrected, the "address" note, which was
under the copy, was translated, and the copy was compared with the other
copies. This copy is an important copy because it is the oldest and closest to
the author's copy. A two-page introduction written in Arabic by Al-Bazi was
also translated. Errors in this introduction have also been corrected. Methods
and methods such as explanation, comparison, showing examples were used in
the study.

bir yazarin eserini dil ve tislup agisindan tanitmak hedeflenmistir.

Afrahat ve kaleme almis oldugu Ispatlar’dan “Savaslar Hakkindaki Ispat”
eserini hem Afrahat’in teolojisini 6grenmek hem de dénemin siyasi konjuktiiriinii
yorumlayabilmek i¢in onun yazmis oldugu diger eserlerin bir kismi da dikkatli
sekilde okunmus ve yorumlanmustir. Bu baglamda Afrahat’in V. Ispati makalemizin

temel sinirlarini olusturmustur.

Afrahat 270-345 yillar1 arasinda yasamini idame ettirdiginden dolay: IV.
yilizy1l zaman agisindan sinirlandirilmistir. Bu eserler sayesinde donemin siyasi ve
dini olaylar1 hakkinda 6énemli ¢ikarimlarda bulunmamiza olanak taninmistir. Eski
Iran sahasi ile Akdeniz havzasi Afrahat’in yasadig1 cografya oldugundan dolay1 bu
sahalar incelenmistir. Afrahat'in s6z konusu topraklarda yasamis oldugunu
bilindiginden dolayr onun kaleme aldig1 metinler daha ziyade Sasani cografyasi

hakkinda bilgiler aktarmaktadir.

Donem itibariyle s6z konusu bdlgede Roma ve Sasani gibi iki biiyiik
imparatorluk hakimdi. Mezopotamya sahasindaki biitiin gelismeler bu iki devlet
tarafindan sekillendiriliyordu. Afrahat, Sasani Imparatorlugu’nda yasadigindan
dolay1 Sasani Imparatorlugu hakkinda 6nemli veriler vermis ve Roma
Imparatorlugu'na da kismen temas etmistir. Bu nedenle bu iki imparatorluk

donemin siyasi perspektifini belirlemistir.

Donemin cografyasinda Hristiyanlik, Yahudilik, Mecusilik ve putperestlik
gibi dini yapilar teskil etmistir. Hristiyan olan Afrahat, Hristiyan teolojisini
merkeze alan birtakim incelemeler yapmis ve Hristiyan inancini farkli dinlere karsi

savunan eserler yazmistir.
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
